He was born in August 11 of 1944, in Marks, Memphis, Tennessee. He is alive and is 71 years old
Smith was crippled by bone disease as a small boy but regained his health by age 10, before becoming an excellent football player and learning to fly at 15.
Smith had a great interest in flying, and became an amateur pilot as a teen. He attended elementary school at Presbyterian Day School and high school at Memphis University School.
In 1962, Smith entered Yale University. While attending Yale, he wrote a paper for an economics class, outlining overnight delivery service in a computer information age. The paper became the idea of FedEx (for years, the sample package displayed in the company's print advertisements featured a return address at Yale) 
On June 18, 1971, Smith founded Federal Express
In March 2014, Fortune Magazine ranked him 26th among the list of "World's 50 Greatest Leaders"

· FedEx Corporation is an American global courier delivery services company headquartered in Memphis, Tennessee. The name "FedEx" is a syllabic abbreviation of the name of the company's original air division, Federal Express, which was used from 1973 until 2000. The company is known for its overnight shipping service, but also for inventing a system that could track packages and provide real-time updates on package location (to help in finding lost packages), a feature that has been copied by most of the other carrier services
· Smith has served on the boards of several large public companies, the St. Jude Children's Research Hospital and Mayo Foundation boards. He was formerly chairman of the Board of Governors for the International Air Transport Association and the U.S. Air Transport Association. Smith is chair of the Business Roundtable's Security Task Force, and a member of the Business Council and the Cato Institute. He served as chairman of the U.S.-China Business Council and is the current chairman of the French-American Business Council. In addition, Smith was named 2006 Person of the Year by the French-American Chamber of Commerce. He is a member of the Aviation Hall of Fame. Smith was approached by Senator Bob Dole, who asked Smith for support in opening corporate doors for a new World War II memorial.] Smith was appointed to co-chairman of the U.S. World War II Memorial Project. Smith was named as Chief Executive magazine's 2004 "CEO of the Year".
 
-HOW HE DID IT
In 1970, Smith purchased the controlling interest in an aircraft maintenance company, Ark Aviation Sales, and by 1971 turned its focus to trading used jets. On June 18, 1971, Smith founded Federal Express with his $4 million inheritance  and raised $91 million in venture capital. In 1973, the company began offering service to 25 cities, and it began with small packages and documents and a fleet of 14 Falcon 20 (DA-20) jets. His focus was on developing an integrated air-ground system, which had never been done before. Smith developed FedEx on the business idea of a shipment version of a bank clearing house where one bank clearing house was located in the middle of the representative banks and all their representatives would be sent to the central location to exchange materials

Born in Filskov, Denmark, he trained as a carpenter and started making wooden toys in 1932 to make a living after having lost his job during the depression
Ole Kirk Christiansen came up with the name Lego from the Danish words leg godt, meaning "play well", and the company grew to become the Lego Group.[1] On 11 March 1958, Christiansen died from a heart attack when he was 66 years old, and his third son Godtfred Kirk Christiansen promptly took over the company

· Lego is a family-owned company based in Billund, Denmark, which manufactures Lego brand toys.
· Lego is a line of plastic construction toys that are manufactured by The Lego Group, a privately held company
· Lego, consists of colorful interlocking plastic bricks accompanying an array of gears, figurines called mini figures, and various other parts
 
-HOW HE DID IT
Christiansen was inspired to construct a small wooden duck toy for his children. He soon found that his sons loved the new toy and decided to put the ducks into production. In 1942 a fire broke out at the factory forcing them to rebuild. Initially, he made miniature versions of the houses and furniture as he worked on as a carpenter, but in 1947 moved to using plastics, which were originally small plastic bears and rattles. These bricks were based in part on the Kiddicraft Self-Locking Bricks. Lego modified the design of the Kiddicraft brick. Ole Kirk Christiansen came up with the name Lego from the Danish words leg godt, meaning "play well", and the company grew to become the Lego Group.

He was an engineer with the Edison Illuminating Company. After his promotion to Chief Engineer in 1893, he had enough time and money to devote attention to his personal experiments on gasoline engines. These experiments culminated in 1896 with the completion of a self-propelled vehicle which he named the Ford Quadricycle. He test-drove it on June 4.
