Technology devices and the problems of its invention
 
Cell phone
· The first problem that we found, is the fact that only 44 users could communicate simultaneously at the same time, just in one city. This happened because the system didn´t covered the demand, the service was reserved only to a few privileged.
· A cell phone system needs a database with information about where is it, where is going to, and who was using it. This database had to be quickly, but in that time it wasn´t fast enough.
· Also to be able to transmit and recieve all of the information, the cell phone had to include a frecuency synthetizer, a piece that was too expensive.
· One of the most importants problems was the weight. The cell phone wighed more than a kilo.
· Other problem was the battery duration. It permaned on only for 20 minutes.
· Internal phonebook could only hold 30 number, and only lasted for 8 hours.
· It was too expensive.
· The first cameras of the cellphones didn´t offer much in terms of a usable resolution.
· Before, the cellphone only had one function, and it was voice calls.
· Now the goal is to create more environmentally friendly and resistant to falls and other cellular damage that may occur.

Telephone
· Alexander Graham Bell was considered for a long time the inventor of the telephone, but in 1876, the US congress recognized that the real inventor was Antonio Meucci . He built a telephone that connected his ofice with his wife´s bedroom because she suffered of rheumatism.
· Alexander Meucci didn´t have enough money to patent this invention.
· The company Western Union, stole the idea to Meucci. Also, they didn´t want to patent it so they didn´t pay attention to this great invention.
· The range of power and potency of the telephone was too slow.
· The calls could only be in the same city.
· The phone has become more compact and with a wireless network, with a rechargeable battery, allowing its durability and economy.
 
Computer
· When Charles Babbage tried to make the first computer (it was of mechanical operation), the technology of the age wasn´t enough advanced to ace advent hieve it.
· Later, on 1941, Konrad Zuse, oficially created the first computer ever, it was a mechanical binary calculator operated with electricity. The problem was that this computer was with limited programmability.
· Another problem of the computer created by Konrad Zuse, was that it never worked correctly because of the lack of the mechanical precition.
· In the beginning, the computer had a very slow processor, in addition to its large size complicating its operation.
· Computers evolved from mechanical computers and eventually from vacuum tubes to transistors. The use of this transitors made the advent  of smaller, faster and more versatile logical elements than machines with valves allowed. The transistors use much less energy and have a longer shelf life, because of  its development, the birth of more sophisticated machines, which were called computers or computers second generation was due.
· In the beggining the software and the resources were scarce, and because of this, the funcionality got reduced.
 
Radio
· The problem was its size, large transmission and the cost of its mass production.
· In the historical contex where the radio was invented, it was only used in wars and political problems, bthe radio was a communication medium, and thpepole involved used it as medium of convenience. This caused a lower national rank of security.
· The radio was only for alimited and selected group of people, and mostly in the military world.
· The receptors that synthesized the sations, were too expensive.
· Another problem was that if  the receptors weren´t expensive, they didn´t have good material quality. The advantages of this receptors were the low  cost and thethe lack of need of an external alimentation. This has as a result low audio, that also varied with the level of signal being captured.
· There were only a few stations.
 
 
GPS
· The location was not exact.
·  People had to wait hours to receive signals from the satellites: The Aerospace Corporation completed a study for the military that proposes a system of space satellites that sends signals continuously to receivers on the ground and could locate vehicles moving rapidly across the earth’s surface or in the air.
· The main problem of the GPS is to paint the signal and be clear in the information about the road.
· Other relevant problem was the cost, the first GPS was extremely expensive, so this service and product was only for the upper classes.
· The construction of the product was expensive because it needed a satellite to work, and the materials didn´t help on the Price.
· GPS device offers poor battery performance.
 
 

TV
· One of the problems was simulcast of audio and video.
· The economic interests of the nimportant  companies pushed hard for the adoption of a  color system that was not compatible to all devices.
· Another problem was the dual compatibility. They needed  a color signal to be shown on a tv on B/N, and a B/N signal  shown on a color TV.
· The problem was the synchronization of both switches and the speed at which they must rotate to achieve complete image that was perceived by the eye.
· The size was another problem, the screen was too small, so the images couldn´t be seen correctly, and the box was too big. This caused that the people had to be near to the screen, and they couldn´t move the tv to another places.
